NGO Project

  This project focuses on the study of the NGO's in India.

  For this study we have collected data for about 650 NGO's at present and will be adding more to the dataset. This dataset is for the initial level of study of NGO network.

  The NGO's are the nodes in the network and they themselves have various attributes like Type of NGO(i.e. National Level,Grass Root Level,International NGO etc.),Place where they are situated/working,the activities in which they are involved etc.

  We can have various types of networks because of the various attributes like a bipartite graph between the NGO's and the activities they are dealing with.

  We can also have a hierarchical structure with the international NGO's at the top level,National NGO's at the next level and then the grass root level and so on.

  The network can also be built based on the region in which they are working.

  The overall objective of this work will be to analyze the network and draw some interesting inferences from it like:

  1.Is there any clustering in the network.

  2.In which part of the country they are actively working.

  3.If most of them are doing similar kind of works then why do we have so many different organizations.

  4.Finding the degree distribution of the different NGO's.

  5.Is the Milgram's six degree of separation valid for this network, therby deciding whether it is a small world or not.

  6.Which is the most common issue among all the NGO's.

  7.Finding the clustering coefficient of the nodes.

  8.Studying about the successful NGO's and giving reasons on their success.

  9.Will try to find the funding source of these NGO's
