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A Bayesian approach to segmentation of ultrasound images

Project Description:

The Bayesian approach has been successfully used for many classification applications. This method classifies the data based on probability of class given instances of the attributes. In this project we want to extract an object of interest in ultrasound images using this method. The first focus is to find the type and number of required features. Some of these features can be listed as texture, gray level, gray level spatial distribution and so on. The data for experiment is available.
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
